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The curriculum in Biology, formulated according to both classical and contemporary biological concepts, prepares the student for continuing intellectual growth and
professional development in the life sciences. The major program in Biology meets the requirements for most graduate programs in biology and the requirements for Physical
Therapy other medically-related programs. Students interested in pursuing any of these programs should consult the Pre-Physical Therapy advisor.
